The Tournament: The top seed in the tournament and the ECAC 
Hockey League regular season champions for just the second time in 
program history, St. Lawrence hosts Colgate in a best of three series 
for the right to advance to Albany and the ECACHL semi� nals on March 
16.

The Saints won their only other regular season title in the 1999-2000 
season and went on to win the tournament championship and advance 
to the NCAA Frozen Four. SLU matched Harvard with 18-4-0 regular 
season records in 1988, but the Crimson had swept the season series 
to take the head-to-head tiebreaker and top seed in that tournament. 
SLU has won tournament titles six times...once as � rst seed (2000), 
once as fourth seed (1962) and four times as the second seed (1988, 
1989, 1992 and 2001).

St. Lawrence has an all-time record of 47-42-3 in 33 previous ECACHL 
tournament appearances. In addition to their six tournament titles, 
the Saints have � nished second three times. SLU is making its 23rd 
consecutive tournament appearances and 22nd in a row under the 
guidance of coach Joe Marsh.

The Saints are hosting a quarter� nal series for the � rst time since the 
tournament went to its current format and moved its championship 
round to Albany. St. Lawrence has an all-time record of 24-26-3 in 
tournament quarter� nal games and is 21-5-0 in quarter� nal games in 
Appleton Arena. The Saints have advanced in 12 of 14 cases in which 
they have hosted quarter� nal series, twice by winning a mini-game 
to settle a series deadlock. The only times the Saints did not make 
the semi� nals after hosting a quarter� nal series were in 1968 when 
the third seeded Saints were upset by Brown, 4-2 and in 1996 when 
the third-seeded Saints were beaten by Harvard 2-1 in a best of three 
series.

The Saints and Colgate have played three times in prior ECAC Hockey 
League tournaments, but this will be the � rst time the teams have 
played at Appleton Arena. SLU was at Colgate in the preliminary rounds 
in 1994 and 2003 and in the quarters in 2004.
