BEEN HERE, DONE THIS: St. Lawrence and Colgate met just once in the post-
season between the start of their respective programs and 2003, but have seen 
plenty of each other in the ECAC Hockey playoffs since a � rst round series in March 
of 2003. The Saints will play Colgate for the third time since that series when the 
eighth-seeded Raiders host the ninth-seeded Saints in a best-of-three � rst round 
series beginning Friday. The two teams � rst met in the 1994 preliminary round, a 
4-3 Colgate win at Starr Rink. Colgate won the eight-nine matchup, again in Hamil-
ton, in 2003 with a 2-1 series win and won a 2004 quarter� nal series at Starr Rink 
2-1. The Saints won the 2007 quarter� nal series in Canton 2-0. The Saints have 
never advanced out of a playoff series at Colgate, but � ve of the six games the two 
teams have played in the post season at Colgate have been decided by a single 
goal.  

THE SAINTS IN THE ECAC PLAYOFFS: The Saints are in the ECAC Hockey 
playoffs for the 24th consecutive season. They have been tournament champions 
six times: 1962, 1988, 1989, 1992, 2000 and 2001 and have been in the cham-
pionship game four other times. St. Lawrence has an all-time ECAC Hockey playoff 
record of 47-37-3. The Saints are 0-2 in preliminatry round games, 2-1 in � rst round 
home games, 3-2 in � rst round away games, 22-3 in quarter� nal home games, 
2-19-3 in quarter� nal road games, 11-3 in the semi� nals, 6-5 in the championship 
game and 1-2 in the third place game.

BIG LAST WEEKEND: The Saint senior class � nished off its Appleton Arena career 
in style last weekend, getting their � rst home weekend sweep of the season and 
jumping up to ninth in the standings. The Saints beat Quinnipiac 4-1 on Friday as 
graduate student goaltender John Hallas made 30 saves and senior Charlie Gif� n 
scored one of the four Saint goals. Travis Vermeulen, Jared Ross and Sean Fla-
nagan were the other Saint goal-scorers. The Saints fell behind Princeton 2-0 on 
Saturday, but came back with three unanswered and Justin Pesony made them 
stand up for a 3-2 win with a 34-save night. Grad student Pat Muir, who scored 
his � rst collegiate point on Friday, netted his � rst collegiate goal to start the Saint 
comeback and Alex Curran and Ross had the other Saint goals.

THE CAPTAINS: Senior goaltender Justin Pesony and junior defensemen Shawn 
Fensel and Jared Ross will all wear the �C� for the Saints this season. Pesony be-
comes the � rst goaltender to wear a �C� since All America Grey Weicker in 1982-83 
and just the fourth goalie in Saint program history to be captain, joining Weicker, 
Bill Sloan (1955-56) and Gene DelVecchio (1950-51). Defensemen Fensel and Ross 
become just the eighth and ninth juniors to captain the team and join Josh Anderson 
�05 as the most recent to be junior captains.

THE COACH: Saint coach Joe Marsh became the � rst coach in ECAC Hockey 
history to be named the winner of the Tim Taylor Coach of the Year Award four 
times when he was selected as the 2006-07 ECAC Hockey Coach of the Year. The 
runner-up for the Spencer Penrose Award as NCAA Division I Coach of the Year, an 
award he has won twice, Marsh became just the fourth coach in college hockey his-
tory to surpass the 400 win mark at one Division I institution when he won his 400th 
in the ECAC Hockey quarter� nals against Colgate last season. Marsh has a career 
record of 414-347-55 in his 23rd season as Saint coach and his 414 wins repre-
sent 45 percent of the total victories in the history of SLU hockey. He has compiled 
a 272-195-38 ECAC Hockey League career record with ten top four-� nishes and 
� ve titles. He has coached 11 of the 13 20-or-more win seasons in SLU history 
and has coached 16 All America players and seven Hobey Baker � nalists. Marsh�s 
staff includes a trio of SLU graduates, all of whom played under Marsh. Associate 
head coach Chris Wells is in his ninth season and is a 1992 graduate. Assistant 
Bob Prier, captain of the 1999 team, is in his sixth season and volunteer assistant 
Mike Hurlbut, a 1989 � rst-team All America defenseman,  is in his � fth year as well. 
Marsh took on added duties during the fall portion of season as in addition to his 
coaching, he taught in St. Lawrence�s First Year Program.

THE SERIES NOTES:  Colgate won all three meetings with the 
Saints this season, closing the gap to 62-59-1 in the all-time series 
with the Saints. The series began in 1927 with a 4-3 St. Lawrence 
win in Canton. The teams met regularly from 1927-51 before the 
series took a hiatus until 1963-64. They have played every season 
since. St. Lawrence lost in its � rst trip to Hamilton and things haven�t 
gotten a lot better since. St. Lawrence is 22-36-1 in games played 
at Colgate and has lost its last six since a 2-1 win in game one of the 
ECAC playoffs in 2004. The teams have met nine times in the playoff 
and Colgate leads 5-4 with all � ve wins coming at Starr Rink. The 
Saints have two post-season wins at Starr, both 2-1 in the opening 
game of the playoffs in 2003 and 2004. Four of the � ve Colgate wins 
in post-season games in Hamilton have been one-goal games.

SPECIAL TEAMS: The Saint power play has been a concern through-
out the 2007-08 season and the Saints rank 10th overall among 
ECAC teams in power play production at 14 percent. The Saint 
penalty kill, strong early in the season, also tailed late and is ranked 
11th among ECAC teams at 80.9 percent, although the Saints have 
scored eight shorthanded goals, second among all ECAC teams. In 
the last ten games the Saints have scored nine times in 54 power 
play attempts, 16.9 percent, but have given up 11 power play goals 
in 42 opponent chances, a 26.2 percent conversion rate. The Saints 
scored two power play goals in eight attempts against  Quinnipiac.

GOALIE ROTATION: The Saint goaltending was like a pitching staff 
through the � rst part of the season as all four Saint goalies saw 
action.. John Hallas joined the goalie rotation for the Union game in 
Albany and posted a 20-save shutout to earn ECAC Hockey Goal-
tender of the Week honors in his � rst start since February of 2006. 
He started three straight games through the Yale game. He made 
a career high 32 saves in a Jan. 25 3-2 loss to Union. Hallas  has 
a 2.56 goals against average and a .909 save percentage to go 
with a 5-5-1 record after a 30-save night against Quinnipiac. He and 
Justin Pesony have alternated starts the last three weekends. Pesony 
has a 2.49 goals against average and .915 save percentage in six 
starts. He made his � rst start since Oct. 24 against Colgate when he 
started at Niagara. He made his � rst ECAC Hockey start of the year 
at Brown Feb. 16 and made 34 saves in the 3-2 win over Princeton 
last weekend.. The Saints have scored only one goal in three of his 
six starts this season.  Kain Tisi has � ve starts and eight appear-
ances and picked up the win at UNH in relief of Alex Petizian.  Tisi is 
1-5-1 with a 2.74 goals against average and a .884 save percentage. 
Petizian started four straight prior to the last Colgate game. He made 
a career high 39 saves at Harvard and trimmed over a half goal per 
game off his goals against average with the two weekend perfor-
mances. He is 4-5-1 overall with a 3.49 goals against average and a 
.884 save percentage. Petizian played all post-season games for the 
Saints last season.

PLAYER NOTES...THE VETERANS

Jeremiah Cunningham: Played in 32 of 39 games for the Saints as a rookie and scored seven goals and assisted on four 
others for 11 points. He scored his �rst collegiate goal in his �rst collegiate game with a goal in the season opener against RIT. 
He scored his �rst point of the year this season with an assist against Clarkson and scored his �rst goal of the year against 
Providence.  He set up Charlie Gif�n�s shorthanded game winner on a three-on-one break at Princeton. He set up the game win-
ner at UNH. He assisted on the game winner in the 4-3 win at Princeton. Career vs. Colgate: 7 gm. 0-1-1; Career Post Season: 
5 gm. 1-0-1

Alex Curran: Played in 36 of 39 as a rookie with three goals and seven assists including two game winners. He emerged as an 
outstanding penalty killer and was a key to the Saints success (1st overall among ECAC teams and 11th nationally) in that area. 
He scored his �rst goal of the season against Clarkson on a breakaway late in the �rst period in the game at Clarkson. Had his 
�rst multi-point game with two assists against Union in Albany. He had a goal and an assist against Wayne State. He scored his 
�rst goal since Jan. 26 in the Princeton win. Career vs. Colgate: 7 gm. 0-2-2; Career Post Season: 5 gm. 0-3-3

Dan Coughlin: Dan Coughlin made his collegaite debut for the Saints as a defenseman in the Wayne State game in 2006. He 
also played in the Yale and Clarkson ECAC games and at UMass.-Lowell before a shoulder injury curtailed his season. He made 
his �rst appearance of the year in the Providence game and picked up his �rst collegiate point with an assist in the win over 
Union. He has an assist in 18 games this season. Career vs. Colgate: 1 gm. 0-0-0;  Career Post-Season: no appearances

Kevin DeVergilio: The leading scorer among returnees for the Saints, Kevin DeVergilio had nine goals and 23 assists for 32 
points in 36 games last season. He missed three games following a shoulder injury in the �rst Clarkson game. He enters his 
junior season with 23 goals and 34 assist for 57 points in 74 career games. He scored the game winning goal at UNH and had 
an assist at Harvard and a goal and two assists at Dartmouth. He snapped a four-game scoreless streak with a goal and two 
assists at Niagara. Career vs. Colgate: 8 gm. 3-3-6 Career Post-Season: 11 gm. 6-4-10

Prime Time Players: The Saints are 3-2-0 in televised games this season, 
with all three wins coming on Sunday afternoon. The Saints beat Clarkson 3-
2 in the �rst-ever telecast of college hockey on ESPNU, topped UNH 6-5 in a 
game telecast on New Hampshire Public TV and beat Dartmouth 8-3 in their 
second ESPNU appearance of the season. The Saints also were part of the 
�rst CSTV college hockey telecast in October of 2003 and won 3-1 against 
Miami and were part of ESPN�s �rst ESPN360 web-cast, a 2-1 win at Ver-
mont last season. Both televised losses came at the hands of Union as Time 
Warner carried both of the ECAC Hockey matchups between the two teams.

Big Evening: The Saints have also found Sunday games to be an offensive 
bonanza. They scored six at UNH, four in the third period, in their 6-5 win in 
Durham and popped eight against Dartmouth, their biggest offensive output 
since an 8--4 ECAC playoff win over Union in March of 2000. The Saints also 
put up four goals, three of them shorthanded, in the third period of the Dart-
mouth game. The three shorthanders in one game set a Saint record and 
Travis Vermeulen�s two in one game tie Terry Slater, who had two in a game 
in 1959-60. Vermeulen�s two third period shorthanders also tie as a league 
record, joining four other players.

Two-Way D: The Saint junior quartet of defensemen Zach Miskovic, Shawn 
Fensel, Jared Ross and Matt Generous have been a big part of the Saint 
success since joining the program three seasons ago. They are having a big 
impact on the Saints this season at both ends of the ice. All four rank in the 
top 20 among ECAC defensemen in scoring overall with Miskovic tied for 
fourth among all defensemen  with 18 points on six goals and 12 assists. 
His six goals are the most for a ECAC defender. Fensel and Generous are 
tied for 13th with three goals and 11 assists and Ross is tied for 15th with 
�ve goals and eight assists.. Ross had three goals and �ve assists in 12 
games prior to missing four straight with a concussion. He had a goal in 
each game last weekend. Fensel was injured in the Yale game and returned 
to action last weekend while rookie Matt Raley, sophomore Derek Keller and 
junior Dan Coughlin are battling shoulder problems. Forward Aaron Bogosian 
has �lled in admirably on defense and Bobby Torney has played in each of 
the last �ve games.



Shawn Fensel: Junior defenseman Shawn Fensel joins classmate Jared Ross in becoming just the eighth and ninth juniors to 
captain the Saints. Fensel did not miss a game as a freshman and played in 55 straight games before sitting out last year�s 
Lowell game with an injury. . He scored three goals and had seven assists in 37 games with two of his three goals coming on 
the power play. His �rst goal of the year was the game-tying goal at Quinnipiac with .2 seconds on the clock. He had two assists 
at Ohio State and has six points in his last ten games.  He had a point in four of his last �ve games with goals against both Ni-
agara and Colgate. He missed three games with an injury, but returned last weekend and had an assist in the Princeton game.. 
Career vs. Colgate: 8 gm. 4-1-5; Career Post-Season: 11 gm.: 1-2-3

Sean Flanagan: Sean Flanagan played in 29 games for the Saints as a freshman and had �ve goals and 10 assists for 15 
points. He scored three power play goals and took just seven penalties in 29 outings. He scored his �rst career goal in a 5-4 
win over Princeton and had a goal and an assist in both the Princeton and Quinnipiac games that weekend. He scored his �rst 
goal of the year against Brown and had an assist in the Yale game. He is coming off a three point weekend as he had a goal 
against Quinnipiac and two assists in the Princeton game. Career vs. Colgate: 6 gm. 2--0-2; Career Post-Season: 2 gm. 0-0-0

Matt Generous: A member of the ECACHL All Rookie Team and the Ronald C. Hoffmann First Year Scholar Athlete Award win-
ner for the class of 2009, Matt Generous played in 37 games for the Saints as a sophomore including 36 straight after missing 
two early season games with an injury. Matt scored three goals and had six assists last season and took just 17 penalties in 
37 games. He scored his �rst goal of the season against Providence and netted the Saints� �rst power play goal of the year at 
Clarkson before leaving the game with an injury. He leads all Saint players in plus/minus at plus-11. Career vs. Colgate: 7 gm. 
2-2-4; Career Post-Season: 11 gm. 0-1-1

Charlie Gif�n: Senior forward Charlie Gif�n was off to an outstanding start to his junior season when he sustained a concus-
sion in the overtime win over Boston University at Dartmouth and missed a dozen games before returning to action in mid-Febru-
ary. He had six goals and six assists in his �rst 17 games with all six goals coming in a seven-game stretch. He �nished the year 
with eight goals and nine assists for a career high 17 points in 24 games. He scored the game-winner against Clarkson in the 
opener, had a goal and an assist in the Providence game and scored the tying goal to force overtime on a tip-in with the goalie 
pulled in the second Clarkson game and scored his third of the year against the Golden Knights to open the scoring in the 4-2 
win in Canton. He had the shorthanded game winner at Princeton and had an assist on the tying goal at Quinnipiac. He had a 
goal and two assists in last weekend�s sweep. Career vs. Colgate: 6 gm. 0-2-2; Career Post-Season: 8 gm. 1-1-2

Jordan Hack: Jordan Hack fought injury early in his junior year and did not suit up until the 15th game of the season. He did an 
outstanding job �lling in for Charlie Gif�n when Gif�n was injured at mid-year as Hack �nished the season with �ve goals and �ve 
assists. He scored his �rst career goal in a 5-0 win over Colgate and had two power play goals and a game winner. He scored 
the Saints� �rst goal of the season in the win over Clarkson. He had the lone goal in the Colgate game and had an assist against 
Union. He scored the insurance goal in the third period at Harvard. He had a �ve-game scoring streak snapped at Dartmouth.He 
scored his seventh of the year against Union. He has established career highs for goals, assists and points. Career vs. Colgate: 
9 gm. 4-0-4; Career Post-Season: 4 gm. 0-0-0

John Hallas: A three-year backup for the Saints John Hallas saw brief action in the Union game last season and did not make 
a save. He played in four games as a junior and played well in his lone career start, a 2-1 loss to Quinnipiac. He recorded his 
�rst career win and �rst career shutout with a 20-save effort against Union at the Governor�s Cup, earning ECAC Hockey Goalie 
of the Week honors and picked up win number two with a 31-save outing at Princeton. He made a career high 32-saves in the 
loss to Union. He made his �rst career back-to-back starts against Colgate and Cornell and stopped 51 of 55 and made it three 
straight starts at Yale. He has alternated starts with Justin Pesony the last three weekends. Career vs. Colgate: 1 gm. 2.02, 
.926 0-1-0; Career Post-Season: 1gm. 4.09, .800, 0-0-0

Derek Keller: Defenseman Derek Keller played in 33 games for the Saints as a rookie and had eight assists and took 17 penal-
ties for 34 minutes. He was in the lineup each night for the �nal 23 games of the season. He scored his �rst collegiate point 
with an assist in the 5-4 win at Harvard. He sustained a shoulder injury in the game at Cornell, played at Yale, but reinjured the 
shoulder against Brown. He returned to action last weekend  Career vs. Colgate: 5 gm. 0-1-1: Career Post-Season: 5 gm. 0-1-1

Brock McBride: Brock McBride played in 34 of 39 games for the Saints as a sophomore and scored nine goals, assisting on 
15 others for 25 points. He had three power play goals and a game winner. He scored his �rst collegiate hat trick in the win 
over Boston University and had two-goal games against Dartmouth and Yale. He scored his �rst point of the year on an assist 
against Providence. He was named to the all tournament team at the Governor�s Cup. He was named ECAC Player of the Week 
after a three-goal, three-assist weekend which included a shorthander in each game against Harvard and Dartmouth. He �nished 
seventh overall among ECAC Hockey players in scoring with 12 goals and 18 assists for 30 points. Among his seven post-sea-
son points is the lone Saint goal scored in last year�s NCAA game against Boston College. He had three assists in last year�s 
quarter�nal series against the Raiders Career vs. Colgate: 8 gm. 0-5-5; Career Post-Season: 9 gm. 2-5-7



Mike McKenzie: Mike McKenzie had an outstanding rookie season despite missing eight games in February with an injury. McK-
enzie set a Saint record for game-winning goals by a rookie with seven and �nished the year with 12 goals and 13 assists for 25 
points in 31 games. He had four goals and an assist in the ECAC tournament with two-goal games against Colgate and Dart-
mouth. He snapped a 14-game goal-less streak with the game winner against Clarkson, the eighth game winner in his career. He 
had three assists at UNH had a streak of six goals and �ve assists in nine games. He scored two at Dartmouth and had the Saint 
goal at Cornell. He scored his seventh of the year at Yale and had an assist at Brown. He had two goals and an assist in last 
year�s quarters against Colgate. Career vs. Colgate: 6 gm. 2-3-7 Career Post-Season: 5 gm. 4-1-5.

Zach Miskovic: One of �ve players to play in all 39 games for the Saints a year ago, Zach Miskovic has not missed a game in 
his �rst three seasons and has the longest consecutive games played streak of any player on the team. Zach scored two goals 
and had 10 assists for a dozen points last season, both goals coming in the Miami game. He picked up his �rst point of the year 
with the assist on the game-tying third period goal at Clarkson. He scored his �rst goal of the year in the win over Union and was 
named to the All Tourney team at the Governor�s Cup. He was named the ECAC Hockey Player of the Week after scoring a goal 
and assisting on the game-winner against Clarkson. He is the �rst defenseman to earn Player of the Week honors this season. 
He scored the game winner at Harvard and had three assists at Dartmouth and has scored in four of his last  eight games. He is 
tied for fourth among all ECAC Hockey defensemen in scoring with 18 points and leads in goals with six. Career vs. Colgate: 9 
gm. 0-1-1; Career Post-Season: 11 gm. 0-5-5

Pat Muir: A graduate student completing his collegiate eligibility after an injury redshirt, Pat has seen limited playing time in his 
�rst four varsity seasons. He played in four games last season and did not score. He played in �ve of the �rst ten this season, 
then missed two months after surgery. He returned to action at RPI and Union and had a big weekend last weekend with his �rst 
career point coming on an assist against Quinnipiac and his �rst career goal coming in the Princeton game. Career vs. Colgate: 
1 gm. 0-0-0; Career Post-Seaosn: no appearances

Casey Parenteau: Casey Parenteau transferred from Division III St. John�s of Minnesota and had an excellent �rst season in Di-
vision I hockey last year. He scored six goals and had nine assists for 14 points in 37 games and scored a hat trick in the open-
ing ECAC quarter�nal victory over Colgate. He scored his �rst Division I goal at Harvard in a 5-4 Saint win. He had a four-game 
scoring streak to open the season and has scored in 10 of 23 thus far this season. He had a goal and an assist in the second 
Wayne State game and scored his scored his eighth of the year in game two at Ohio State. He snapped a seven game-scoreless 
streak with his ninth of the year against RPI and had two assists at Niagara. He scored his �rst career shorthanded goal against 
Yale.
