THE SERIES NOTES: Union: The Saints have won six straight in the
series with Union, including a 4-0 win in the Governors Cup in Albany
earlier this season. Union, which comes in on a hot streak, has not
won at Appleton Arena since November of 2004. The Saints lead the
all-time series between the teams 31-14-2. The Saints are 16-5-0
against the Dutchmen at Appleton Arena. Rensselaer: The series
between the Saints and Rensselaer includes the second-most meet-
ings between the Saints and an opponent. Saturday s game will be
the 127th between the two teams and only the Saints and Clarkson
(174 games) have played more. St. Lawrence leads the series be-
tween the two clubs 71-49-6 and are 3-0-1 in the last four. RPIs last
win over the Siants was a 3-2 deciswion at Appleton in November of
2005. The Saints are 40-13-2 in 55 meetings between the two teams
in Canton.

Hack, who missed the Vermont game with an injury, has three goals
and four assists in his last eight starts while Bogosian has four goals and four assists in his last seven, Keller a goal
and two assists in his last ve and Pitsikoulis four assists in his last six starts. Brock McBride has also been sizzling
for the Saints and had three goals and three assists last weekend in the Harvard-Dartmouth set. He had a ve game
scoring streak snapped at Colgate and has ve goals and seven assist in his last six. Jared Ross also had a streak

snapped last weekend, but has a point in six of his last seven games.




Prime Time Players: The Saints are 3-0-0 in televised games this season,
all of which have been played on Sunday afternoon. The Saints beat Clarkson
3-2 in the rst-ever telecast of college hockey on ESPNU, topped UNH 6-5

in a game telecast on New Hampshire Public TV and beat Dartmouth 8-3 in
their second ESPNU appearance of the season. The Saints also were part

of the rst CSTV college hockey telecast in October of 2003 and won 3-1
against Miami and were part of ESPNs rst ESPN360 web-cast, a 2-1 win at
Vermont last season. Friday s Time Warner game will be the rst this season
for the Saints on that network.

Big Evening: The Saints have also found Sunday games to be an offensive
bonanza. They scored six at UNH, four in the third period, in their 6-5 win in
Durham and popped eight against Dartmouth, their biggest offensive output
since an 8-4 ECAC playoff win over Union in March of 2000. The Saints also
put up four goals, three of them shorthanded, in the third period of the Dart-
mouth game. The three shorthanders in one game set a Saint record and
Travis Vermeulens two in one game tie Terry Slater, who had two in a game
in 1959-60. Vermeulen s two third period shorthanders also tie as a league
record, joining four other players.

Two-Way D: The Saint junior quartet of defensemen Zach Miskovic, Shawn
Fensel, Jared Ross and Matt Generous have been a big part of the Saint
success since joining the program three seasons ago. They are having a big
impact on the Saints this season at both ends of the ice. All four rank in the
top ten among ECAC defensemen in scoring overall with Miskovic leading all
defenders with 14 points on ve goals and nine assists. Generous is tied for
third among defensemen in scoring with two goals and eight assists while
Fensel and Ross are tied for sixth with nine points each.

Year to Year: The Saints are 9-11-3 23 games into the current season and
were 12-9-2 at the same point a year ago. The Saints have scored just one
fewer goals through 23 this season and have given up just ve more than a
year ago. The Saints were 8-2-1 in ECAC play at this point last season and
are 4-6-2 this year.

He picked up his rst point of the year
with the assist on the game-tying third period goal at Clarkson. He scored his rst goal of the year in the win over Union and was
named to the All Tourney team at the Governors Cup. He was named the ECAC Hockey Player of the Week after scoring a goal
and assisting on the game-winner against Clarkson. He is the rst defenseman to earn Player of the Week honors this season.
He scored the game winner at Harvard and had three assists at Dartmouth and has four goals and ve assists in his last eight
games.

He was named the
co-winner of the Jinx Doyle Award for his outstanding leadership, the Brian McFarlane award for outstanding scholarship and the
Terry Slater Perseverance Award as a junior. He played in 37 games as sophomore and won 20 games. He has a career goals
against average of 2.95 in 52 games and is 25-19-3. He made 34 saves in a 4-1 win over Providence and 25 in a 2-1 loss to
Colgate. He has been out for several weeks with an ankle injury, but is expected to be available this weekend. He played the
Governor s Cup game against Colgate and had 25 saves in a 2-1 loss. Career vs. Union: 4 gm. 1.52, .932, 3-0-0; vs. RPI: 2 gm.

Alex Petizian: Alex Petizian took over as the number one Saint goalie to start the second half of the season and started 22
straight games to end the year. He earned ECAC Hockey second-team all league honors, was the goaltender on the ECAC
Hockey All Rookie team and was named to Inside College Hockey s freshman All America team. His rst collegiate start was a
4-0 shutout at Wayne State (26 saves) and he also shut out Colgate at home with a 19-save night. He allowed two or less goals
in nine of 28 starts and nished the year with a 2.30 goals against average and a .916 save percentage to go with a 19-9-1
record. His goals against average was the best for a Saint goalie since Derek Gustafson posted a 2.07 goals against average
in his freshman year in 1999-2000. It is the fourth best in Saint program history, trailing only a 2.12 by Bill Sloan in 1955-56, a
2.22 by Richie Broadbelt in 1962-63 and Gustafsons 2.07.
